PROGRAM NOTES -

During the 1930's and 40's Partch hoboed, on and off, as jobs were scarce.
THE LETTER is a setting of a letter that Partch received from a hobe pal.

Ella Young was a California poetess who lived in the Bay area, and a friend
¢ of Partch's during the 1940's. The ending text of THE WIND is by Lao-tze.

THE STREET_is taken from the last page of Willard Motley's novel "Knock on
Any Door."

O FRABJOUS DAY! is from Lewis Carroll's "Through The Looking Glass."

CASTOR & POLLUX was originally a dance-theater work programmatically based on
the Greek myth of the same name. Tonight's performance abandons any programmatic
aspects, and centers on one of Partch's great interests--musicians as movers.

BARSTOW is a setting of eight inscriptions Partch copied from a railroad
overpass in Barstow, while hitchhiking.

The Young Americans started out as a free improvisational musical group seven
years ago. Since that time they have added theatrical aspects to the group,
thus giving themselves direction and visual coherency. Their aim is to always
draw upon and convey the basic life forces which usually lie dormant in many
individuals. The piece performed tonight, "Ein, Zwei, G'suffa," is written by
Dan Maureen, the de-facto director of the group, afld while it is semi-
autobiographical it explores the unfolding™f awareness which is a shared numan
experience. The form is a series of vignettes in which the protagonist, Ernie,
is led by the promptings of CULTURE .and EXPERIENCE, that '"relentless mentor."
The Young Americans are dedicated to creation of a vital art force to conclude
the 20th century. "I won't dissapoint you.'" --Ronald Reagan, Nov. 6, 1930.

M.M. Jiacoletti received a Bachelor of Fine -Arts in Dance from California
Institute of the Arts in 1979, and has taught dance at San Diego State.University
and in private studios. She performed with the Partch ensemble in THE BEWITCHED
in 1975 and-1980. Her choreography is developed through structured and
improvisational methods, exploring energy and spatial relationships, and the
individuality of each performer.

Danlee Mitchell is an Associate Professor of Music at San Diego State University,
and was a close associate of Partch's since 1956. Mr. Mitchell toured Berlin
and Cologne, Germany, with the Partch ensemble,
